Personnel: Narrator and seven Cub Scouts.

Equipment: Seven large cards, each with a letter to form the word Liberty.
Setting: In order, each Cub Scout steps forward turning his card so that the letter maybe seen by the audience and recites the phrases given below.

Narrator: The word “Liberty” is held so dear.  Each letter is a symbol of this nation held together by love, not fear.  Man has fought and died in years gone by, but the meaning stays the same for you and I.

L: L is for Laws made for the protection of all.
I: I is for Ideals who's standard shall not fall.
B: B is for Bravery, for all, not a few.
E: E is for Equality upheld through and through.
R: R is for Religion, a matter of choice.
T: T is for Truth, which we are free to voice.

Y: Y is for Youth inspired from the start.

All letters: It’s all up to you - so do your part!
